Ch.71B This chapter together with regulations 603 CMR S28.00 and the Individuals with
Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) provide the mandate as well as the organization and
procedure detailing the manner in which children with special needs are to be educated.

Ch. 74 The chapter along with current Regulations Governing Vocational Education under
General Laws Chapter 74 provides program approval criteria and other regulations which
must be met to qualify for vocational education reimbursement.

Ch.71,8.13 Parents of no fewer than thirty students may request a course not in the regular
curriculum and, under certain conditions, the school committee must offer that
course.

Ch.71,S.13D Provides manner in which driver education courses may be offered.
