15. Save the Date – SAT Prep Course
The Shrewsbury High School Fall SAT Prep Course will be offered once again at Shrewsbury High School.  Classes will begin on Saturday, October 17th (1st Practice Test) and run through Monday, December 7th.  After October 17th, classes will meet weekly on Mondays from 5:30pm to 8:15pm for a total of eight consecutive sessions.  Test taking strategies will be emphasized in this class.  This class will primarily focus on the "old" SAT; the spring session will teach strategies for the new SAT.  Class size will be kept small, allowing for a great deal of individual attention. Students will also take two full-length SAT exams, which provides reinforcement for skills taught during the course and test-taking experience.  Enrollment is strictly on a first-come first-served basis; the course is open to sophomores, juniors and seniors.  The cost of the program is $275 for Shrewsbury residents and $350 for non-Shrewsbury residents.
