5. Please Note — SAT Prep Course

The Shrewsbury High School Spring SAT Prep Course will be offered once again through
Shrewsbury High School. The course will begin the week of February 6th and run through the
week of March 27th. Participants may choose between Monday and Wednesday night classes.
Classes will meet remotely from 5:30 to 8:00 p.m. for a total of seven night sessions.

Test-taking strategies will be emphasized in this class. Class size will be kept small, allowing for
a great deal of individual attention. Enrollment is strictly on a first-come first-served basis; the
course is open to juniors and seniors. Students will also take two full-length SAT exams, which
provides reinforcement for skills taught during the course and test-taking experience.

The cost of the program is $260 for Shrewsbury residents and $300 for non-Shrewsbury
residents. This class will run only if there is sufficient demand. Additional information and
registration forms are located at Shrewsbury High School in Mrs. Monopoli’s office on the third
floor, the School Counseling office, or can be downloaded from the SHS School Counseling
webpage.
