Important Notes:

Student Pickup and Drop-off
With such a large school, and always keeping safety in mind as our priority, we have developed some clear and specific routines at Floral Street School for student pick-up and drop-off. The Shrewsbury Police Department has been invaluable in helping us design and monitor these routines with an eye towards keeping each one of our 750 young students safe. A detailed explanation of these routines accompanies this Falcon Flyer today. We appreciate your cooperation in following these procedures.
Two other important notes about arrival and dismissal:

· Now that our first two days have passed, we ask that all students proceed independently to their classrooms. They can do it!
· New Massachusetts state law significantly restricts idling of vehicles on school campuses. When waiting in the parent pickup or drop-off lines, please turn off your vehicle. It saves gas too – running your car for more than 10 seconds uses more gas than turning the engine off and then back on again.
Curriculum Nights

At the bottom of this notice you will find the dates for our upcoming Curriculum Nights. These are an important opportunity to strengthen our home-school connection. We hope to see you there, and want to make two important notes now:

· Our Curriculum Nights begin at 6:45 pm so that administrators can provide a brief but broad curriculum overview, allowing teachers to provide more detail in individual presentations. This is an initiative of our School Council, designed (like the Falcon Focus you received last week) to support parents in their understanding of Floral Street School.

· Please make every effort not to bring students or siblings to the Curriculum Nights.
Please help us save money and the environment!
Did you know that each time we send home a mailing of 500 pages, we create 14 pounds of carbon emissions, create 48 gallons of wastewater, and six pounds of solid waste? And that a year’s worth of Flyers would create 569 pounds of carbon emissions, create 1,908 gallons of wastewater, and 228 pounds of solid waste? That’s just from the paper, and doesn’t include the energy used by the photocopy machine! 
In order to help the environment and save on paper and copying costs in a tough budgetary environment, we ask that you subscribe to our school’s “list serv” e-mail list.  Notices that are created and sent by Floral Street School will also be sent via this e-mail list. Beginning in October, we will move to electronic-only delivery of the Falcon Flyer. Please communicate in writing to your child’s classroom teacher if you do not have an internet connection.
