Are you a 4th grade parent?  Do you want to still be involved with your child’s school next year?  Well, we are looking for you!  The Shrewsbury Middle School PTO is in need of parents who would like to be members of the SMS PTO board for the upcoming school year. (The PTO represents both Sherwood and Oak Middle School). One of the best ways to know what is going on at the Middle School (and to be at the school on a regular basis) is to be a member of the PTO Board. At every meeting, you get a personal update from Principals Jane Lizotte (Sherwood) and Chris Starczewski (Oak) as well as an update of all PTO-sponsored events. You will meet office adminstrators, staff and students throughout the year through your involvement in PTO events. 

Summer Academic Extension Opportunity

During four weeks over the summer, students who are currently in the fourth, fifth, and sixth grades will have an opportunity to participate in academic extensions at Sherwood Middle School. While the course offerings are in the process of being finalized, I wanted to share this information with you, as you make plans for the summer. These extension opportunities will be provided to any interested student who is seeking academically based, enrichment opportunities. 

The course dates include the weeks of June 27th, July 11th, 18th, and 25th. Most, if not all of the courses, will be held in the air-conditioned, modular classrooms at SMS. The courses will be held Mondays through Thursdays and will consist of morning (8:30 a.m. - 11:30 a.m.), afternoon (12:00 p.m. - 3:00 p.m.), and full-day (8:30 a.m. - 3:00 p.m.) sessions. Half-day offerings will cost $72 for the four-day week and $144 for the full-day week. Some of the course offerings include explorations into the areas of technology, geography, current events, astronomy, genealogy, mathematical exploration, eco-systems, summer reading and literacy development.

More specific information will be sent to families immediately following the week of April vacation.
