News from the Nurse’s Office 
Vision & Hearing Screening 
The health office will be doing vision and hearing screenings 
over the next two weeks (10/19-10/23 and 10/26-10/30).  If your 
child wears glasses, please make sure they bring them to school 
during these weeks.  You will only get a letter from the nurse if 
your child does not pass the screening. 
Thanks so much for your help! 
Colds and Flu 
As we gear up for cold and flu season, it is important to work 
together to keep our children and our school healthy.  Healthy 
students miss fewer days of school.  According to the National 
Association of School Nurses (NASN), children are two to three 
times more likely to get sick with the flu and spread the virus to 
others. 
Knowing the symptoms of the flu and how they differ from a 
cold will help you to act quickly to getting your child feeling 
better. 

-       Common symptoms of the flu include:  high fever, severe 
headache, muscle and body aches, exhaustion and dry 
cough. 

-       Children often have additional flu symptoms, not 
common in adults, such as nausea, vomiting and 
diarrhea. 

-       Symptoms of a cold include:  stuffy nose, sneezing, sore 
throat and hacking cough. 

You should call your child’s doctor for any questions or concerns 
you may have regarding your child’s symptoms.  If your child 
has the flu, it is important for them to stay home from school, 
rest and drink plenty of fluids.  Please notify me if you child has 
the flu.  Your child must be fever-free for 24 hours (without the 
use of fever reducing medication, such as Tylenol, 
Acetaminophen, Motrin, Advil, Ibuprofen, etc.) before returning 
to school.   Monitoring the flu incidence helps keep students and 
faculty healthy.  For more information on the flu visit 
www.cdc.gov/flu.  
Remember – it is not too late to get a flu shot!
