Registration procedures

For Incoming Preschool Students 
To register your child you will need to:

Go online to http://schools.shrewsburyma.gov click on Student Registration click on Process  Go down to # 13 on the list and fill out the online registration form.  Once completed, you will get a 4 digit confirmation number, which you must bring with you to the registration. (If you do not have access to the internet, there is a computer available in the School Department at Town Hall or at the Shrewsbury Public Library.)  The online registration must be done at least 24 hours before you come in for the registration.  You will need to bring the following information to town hall in order to complete the registration:
· You will need to bring the following to the school department at town hall:

1. 4 digit confirmation number
2. Student’s birth certificate with raised seal and valid passport (if applicable) – Photocopies will not be accepted

3. Legal document showing both child’s name and name(s) of parent(s) (if not on Birth Certificate)

4. One of the following: MA Driver’s License, Photo ID Card, Valid Passport or other Valid Government Issued Photo ID
5. Immunization Records & Copy of Last Physical 

6. Two forms of Residency (Gas/oil bill, electric bill, cable bill, water bill, real estate tax bill, signed Purchase & Sales agreement or signed Lease. (All must be dated within the last 30 days) Car excise tax is not accepted!

7. Home Language Survey (if anyone in the home speaks another language besides English) Can be found on our website or when you come to register (Click on blue link on the registration page, print out and bring with you.)

8. Check for $75.00 deposit made payable to Shrewsbury Public Schools.  (Does not apply for Evaluation Registration).

Registration will be held at the School Department in

Town Hall  100 Maple Avenue

on Wednesday, Jan. 27, 2016 from 4:00 pm to 5:30 pm
Although it states on the website you must call Diane Abbott to schedule an appointment to do the registration, this is NOT required.

It will be an open registration between 4:00 pm and 5:30 pm.
Only one parent is required to attend with the paperwork.

There may be a significant wait time.

You may want to consider leaving young children

at home.  Children are NOT required to attend.
