Attached please find a request from Mr. Tom O’Toole, Mr. Brian Liporto, and Ms. Meg Dagon 
for approval of an overnight field trip for the Instrumental Ensemble to Walt Disney World in 
Orlando, Florida in March of 2017.   As you can see from the attached proposal, the purpose of 
the trip would be for students to participate in the “You’re Instrumental” workshop, which is 
endorsed by the National Association for Music Education, and addresses seven of the ten 
Massachusetts State Frameworks for Music.  The trip will also allow our students to experience 
multiple career paths available for musicians, and provide international exposure to the 
ensembles. Mr. Liporto, and Ms. Meg Dagon have provided all of the information required, as 
stated in School Committee Policy #537. The group would depart Shrewsbury on the afternoon 
of March 3 and return on March 6.  The projected cost of the field trip is $1,385, which 
includes all meals, taxes, etc.  Additionally, Mr. Liporto maintains a website where all 
information can be access by parents, students, and interested parties at 
www.shs2wdw.weebly.com.  Financial support for families needing assistance will be 
available from the Shrewsbury Schools Music Association.
