All	 students	 in	 band	 will	 perform	 in	 the	 7:30	 PM	
concert	and	should	report	to	the	band	room	between	
6:45	 –	 7:00	 PM	 to	 get	 set	 up	 on	 the	 stage	 and	
warmed	up.			
	
Chorus:	
Half	 of	 the	 fifth	 grade	 chorus	will	 perform	 at	 the	 6	
PM	 concert,	 and	 the	 other	 half	 at	 the	 7:30	 PM	



concert.	 	Children	 on	 5	 Navy,	 5	 Blue,	 5	 Purple,	 5	
green	 and	 5	 gold	will	 perform	 at	 the	 6	 PM	 concert,	
and	 children	 on	 5	 Red,	 5	White,	 5	 Silver,	 5	 Orange,	
and	 5	 Yellow	 will	 perform	 at	 the	 7:30	 PM	 concert.	
Please	 report	 no	 earlier	 than	 15	 minutes	 before	
your	 scheduled	 time.	 	Escort	 your	 child	 to	 the	
orchestra	 room,	 where	 you	 may	 leave	 outerwear,	
and	 then	 come	 directly	 to	 the	 gym	 where	 chorus	
members	 will	 be	 placed	 on	 the	 risers.	 	Chorus	
members	 will	 then	 be	 invited	 to	 sit	 on	 the	 floor	 in	
front	 of	 the	 stage	 to	 watch	 the	 second	 half	 of	 the	
concert.

Dress	code	for	the	concert	is	as	follows:	All	members	
should	 dress	 in	 a	white	 top	 and	 dark	 bottoms.	 	For	
girls,	 this	 can	 either	 be	 slacks	 (no	 jeans)	 or	 a	 skirt.	
Skirts	should	fall	at	the	knee	or	below	the	knee	-	skirts	
above	the	knee	are	not	permitted.		It’s	also	important	
to	wear	snug-fitting	footwear.		This	applies	to	chorus	
members	especially,	as	they	must	navigate	the	risers.
